HYMNS for the FRASIER ORGAN SCHOLARSHIP 2012

One of the requirements for the Frasier Organ Scholarship audition is preparing a hymn:

“The candidate will choose one hymn from a group of four specified selections. He/she will
prepare an introduction and three stanzas of that hymn for congregational singing: the
introduction could be more free or improvisational in character, but should introduce the
hymn in a manner that the congregation will know when to sing; the 1st verse is traditional
four-part harmony; verses 2 and 3 may be original, published, or improvisational (but
appropriate for congregational singing). The introduction and all three verses should be
played as if leading congregational singing.”

The four hymns selected for the 2012 auditions are:
[name of hymntune is given, since these appear with different texts in various hymnals]

1. Hyfrydol [“Love Divine, All Loves Excelling,” “Come, Thou Long-Expected Jesus,” etc.]
2. Italian Hymn [“Come, Thou Almighty King”]

3. Duke Street [“Jesus Shall Reign,” etc.]

4. Nun danket alle Gott [“Now Thank We All Our God”]

Please choose and prepare one of these hymns as detailed above. You may choose the traditional 4-part
harmonization from a hymnal of your choice, or you may contact me for copies of these hymns.

[Reminder: “Application and Recommendations
must be sent to the Chair by March 21, 2012 (postmark deadline). Recommendations must accompany
the completed application.”]
