(415-802-3325) has three organs that she is giving
away.

The first one is a Thomas Theater organ. It was

working when it was moved to a storage area.

The second one is a Hammond Spinet (looks like a
M100 series), two short keyboards (44 keys) and 13
pedals. This organ was turned on in the last few days
and it appears to be working correctly.

The third one is a Hammond A122 (serial 28422)
organ with 25 pedals. This organ was turned on in the
last few days and it is NOT working correctly. When
you press a key, all you get is a hum. The Hammond
A122 will sound like the Hammond B3. If one is
interested in this organ, one could contact Camp’s
Organ Service (925-294-8633)
www.campsorganservice.com for repair — an initial
service call is $215 minimum for a diagnostic of the
problem.
